11. If sponsor is already in the UK:

a. evidence of sponsor's employment

b. aletter of invitation (originals signed by your sponsor + a copy ) HAS TO BE IN ENGLISH, and
evidence of their financial status in the UK [originals (where possible) + a copy].

c. Evidence of sponsors address in the UK [originals + a copy] (Such as a utility bill or bank statement to
show your sponsors address as well as the name of the person the documentis addressed to.)
